COURSE DESCRIPTION





In 1995, Iraq admitted to UNSCOM that they had produced and weaponized botulinum toxin.  More recently, ricin has been found in terrorist hideouts in London and Afghanistan.  Military and civilian medical and public health professionals have become concerned about toxins and must become proficient in the recognition and management of toxin casualties.  This broadcast will inform and educate health professionals with detailed information on the most likely toxins that terrorists might use.  World-renowned experts from the U.S. Army Medical Research Institute of Infectious Diseases (USAMRIID), Uniformed Services University of the Health Sciences and other organizations will present this program.







WHO SHOULD ATTEND AND PREREQUISITES





This broadcast is intended for military Federal and civilian medical care providers, NG CST teams, emergency and intensive care workers, rehabilitation medical care providers, first responders and others who would assist in recognizing and managing casualties from a biological and chemical agent attack.
