COURSE DESCRIPTION





The AMC Greening Course is a training opportunity open to eligible Army Civilians.  Greening refers to the process of familiarizing civilians with the operations and workings of the Army in a field environment.  This course is designed to ensure teambuilding and a sense of camaraderie of civilian members as part of the total Army team. It will also provide DoD civilians with the basic understanding of the Army through informal classroom instruction and actual soldier’s experiences. If appropriate, travel and TDY costs are centrally funded.  This three day program offers you an Introduction to the Military; Army Branch Overviews (Infantry, Armor, Artillery, Aviation, Special Forces, and CSS/CS); and DA briefings (SARDA, DCSOPS, AAN/Force XX1, AMC Quick Response Team, and AMC FAST Program).  You will tour the soldiers' barracks and the APG Museum.  You will also have an opportunity to experience Range Firing, take a Helicopter Ride, and eat a MRE Lunch!  The Greening Course is managed by AMC, supported by the Army Research Laboratory and hosted at the Aberdeen Proving Grounds in Maryland.





WHO SHOULD ATTEND/PREREQUISITES





Individuals who attend this course are funded by ACTEDS funds allocated for civilian professional development of engineers and scientists (non-construction). In order to be eligible for this training opportunity, you must be an American Citizen, an Army civilian in Career Program 16 (Engineers and Scientists – Non-Construction) with a SECRET clearance and at least a GS-12 or payband equivalent.  DA and Functional Interns, Military, Contractors, and careerists outside of Career Program 16 are not eligible for participation in this training program.

METHOD OF INSTRUCTION





Informal classroom instruction and audience participation/interaction (actual soldier’s experiences). Clothing requirements: Classroom—Casual Dress. Field—Long Sleeve Shirt, heavy trousers and supportive footgear. No dress shoes, sandals, or open toe shoes of any kind.





HOW TO NOMINATE





FAX Page 1 (front only), DD Form 1556 to HRD, NECPOC (410-306-0163 or DSN 458-0163) by the registration deadline. Make sure Blocks 17, 19, 23, 25, 27 and 37 are properly completed.  Include in Block 18:  Training Objectives, name of your Major Command, Country of Citizenship, current Clearance Level, and your email address.  Also include your Training Coordinator's phone number and email address in Block 18.   For you to receive an ACTEDS Fund Cite from AMC, you must include your travel cost  (to and from APG) in Block 26a, b, & c.  For those traveling, please plan to arrive the day before training begins since the day starts early. Please notify the Course Manager if special needs are required to accommodate an attendee (wheelchair access, interpreter, etc).

Do not attend unless you have received confirmation from the US Army Materiel Command.  Each class is limited to 20 participants.  AMC makes the selections and will confirm attendance.  Selectees will receive a confirmation message via EMail with the itinerary, a fund cite (if appropriate), and reporting instructions from the AMC Program Manager.
