Course Description:  
(Basic and Advanced) This is a fast-paced course covering updated policies, procedures and technical processes applicable to the PPP, the Retained Grade Placement Program, the Military Spouse Preference Program, the Defense Out placement Referral System (DORS), and the Voluntary Separation Incentive Pay-Phase II Program.  Students should be prepared to cover detailed materials rapidly.  The course will include platform instruction, workshops and case studies.  A significant feature of this course is the breakout of advanced students for approximately 12 hours for more difficult workshops covering registration, file maintenance, qualification determinations and program operational issues. The advanced training is in seminar fashion with open discussion of the issues.  We expect advanced students to have completed the basic course and have significant experience in operating the program.  Students and their supervisors must decide whether the student should attend the advanced session or remain in with the basic group.  Students may wish to bring a copy of the PPP Operations Manual for ease of reference; however, hard copies of the slides for each presentation will be furnished.
